Major Religions Facing Off:

· Catholic 
Pope is the voice of God on earth (what he says is what God would say).  
· Very elaborate services and churches (gold trim with priceless art work, etc).  
· Church services held in Latin.
· Many Catholic countries had kings who followed the Divine Right of Kings (Scotland, France, Spain, etc)
· Anglican 
A Protestant religion formed in England.  King Henry VIII formed the church with himself as the head of the church so he could grant himself a divorce.

· Had elaborate services and churches (very similar to Catholic Church)

· Held services in English, not Latin

· Puritan  
Puritans are a stricter version of Protestantism.  
· They mainly wore black or grey
· Said dancing, sports, theatre and other activities were immoral (evil)
· Believed religious ceremonies/churches should be very simple (no decorations or ceremonies)
· Calvinist/Presbyterians
A group of Protestants who followed the strict teachings of John Calvin (very similar to Puritans)
· Believed religious ceremonies/churches should be very simple (no decorations or ceremonies)

Major Ideologies Facing Off:

· Divine Right of Kings
· King Put in Place by God

· He can do what ever he wants and doesn’t answer to anyone

· King has the Ultimate power

· Rights of Parliament 
· King rules by the consent (approval) of the Parliament, and thus the people

· King has to discuss with Parliament before doing anything

· Kings Powers are limited
